NOTICE/RULES 

 
PREMISE 
The "Antonino Giunta" Musical Association of Calascibetta, with the patronage of the 
Municipality of Calascibetta, as part of the "Quinto Flauto Festival" in order to promote and 
encourage musical culture among young musicians, organizes the fifth edition of the ''Angelo 
Faja'' International Flute Competition which will take place on 5 and 6 July 2025. 
All young flautists who fall within the age limits indicated in this announcement can participate 
in the competition. 
 

ART. 1 
Sections, categories and execution program 

 
The Competition involves the performance of a single test for each of the following sections 
and categories 
For admission to the test, the age of each candidate on the start date of the competition will 
be considered for each section and category. 
 
Section 1 - flute soloists 
 
Category A - up to 13 years 
Performance program of the candidate's free choice, for flute alone or with accompaniment.  
Maximum overall duration 6 minutes. 
    
Category B - from 14 to 17 years 
Performance program of the candidate's free choice, for flute alone or with accompaniment.  
Maximum overall duration 10 minutes. 
 
Category C - from 18 to 23 years old 
The performance program includes a compulsory piece chosen from the following: 
         ​ G. P. TELEMANN ​ One of the 12 Fantasies for solo flute _ TWV 40:2-13  
​ C. CRISTALDI ​ ​ Pasacalle, for solo flute 
​ G. F. HAENDEL ​​ Sonata n. 5 op.1 (first and second mvt) 
​ C. STAMITZ ​ ​ Concerto in G (first mvt) 
​ P. TAFFANEL ​ ​ Andante Pastoral et Scherzettino 
​ G. FAURE' ​ ​ Fantasy op. 79 
and also a piece of the candidate's free choice, for solo flute or with accompaniment, in a 
musical style different from the obligatory one.  
The maximum total duration of the songs must not exceed 12 minutes. 
 
Category D - from 24 years onwards 
The performance program includes Evoluzioni by Eliodoro Sollima and in addition two 
compulsory pieces chosen for each of the following groups (a and b):

musical style different from the obligatory one.  
The maximum total duration of the songs must not exceed 18 minutes. 
 
(*)Special Mention for the best performance of the song ''Evoluzioni "written by the composer 
Eliodoro Sollima for the flautist Angelo Faja. 
 
Section 2 - piccolo soloists 
 
Junior CATEGORY (up to 16 years of age) 
Execution program freely chosen by the candidate. Maximum total duration 8 minutes. 
 
Senior CATEGORY (from 17 years of age onwards) 
The performance program includes a compulsory piece chosen from the following: 
• ​ A. VIVALDI ​ ​ Concerto for Piccolo in C major RV 443 (Il - Largo) 
• ​ L. LIEBERMANN ​ Concerto for Piccolo and Orchestra Op. 50 (I-Andante 

comfortable, up to measure 143) 
• ​ J. M. DAMASE ​ ​ For Piccolo, for piccolo and piano 
 
and also a piece of the candidate's free choice. The maximum total duration of the songs 
must not exceed 14 minutes. 
 
Section 3 - from Duo to Quintet 
 
Category A - set of flutes of 2 to 5 members 
The formations can also be composed with the use of piccolo, fl. in G (alto) and fl. in C 
(bass). 
The program is free to choose. The maximum total duration of the songs must not exceed 14 
minutes. 
 
A/1: from 13 to 16 years of age 
the oldest member cannot exceed 16 years of age on the start date of the competition. 
 
A/2: from 17 to 24 years of age 
the youngest member cannot be under the age of 17 on the start date of the competition. 
 
A/3: from 25 years of age onwards 
the oldest member cannot exceed 16 years of age on the start date of the competition 
 
 
Category B - flute/flutes with other instruments 



The formations, while maintaining the presence of at least one flutist on the staff, can be 
composed according to the needs of the candidates, with the use of keyboard, wind, string 
and/or percussion instruments. 
The program is free to choose. The maximum total duration of the songs must not exceed 14 
minutes. 
 
B/1: up to 16 years of age 
the oldest member cannot exceed 16 years of age on the start date of the competition. 
 
B/2: from 17 years of age onwards 
the youngest member cannot be under the age of 17 on the start date of the competition. 
 
 
Section 4 - Alto, Bass and Contrabass flute soloists 
Execution program freely chosen by the candidate. Maximum overall duration 12 minutes. 
Junior category from 12 to 16 years 
Senior category from 17 years onwards 
 
Section 5 - Flute Ensemble (any flute ensemble) 
From nine members onwards. Execution program freely chosen by the candidates. Maximum 
overall duration 15 minutes.

Registration method 

 
 
Registration must be received by June 15th to the email address info@quintoflautofestival.it 
and must be accompanied by: 
 
• sheet attached to this regulation; 
• Receipt of the bank transfer; 
• photocopy of an identification document; 
• three copies of the scores of the pieces to be played including any accompanying part 
(piano or other instrument) to be delivered at the same time as the audition. 
 
Candidates can register for multiple sections, upon payment of the registration fees required 
for each of the chosen sections, according to the indications in the art. 2 of this notice. 
Candidates must show up for the test with a valid identification document.

ART. 4 
Judging commission 

 
 

The judging commission will be made up of musicians who are experts in the field of teaching 
didactics of the transverse flute. Upon the establishment of the Commission, each member 
will issue a declaration on their personal situation towards the competitors in compliance with 
the ministerial regulations referred to in circular no. 10/94 art. 15 point 2 letter. C. 
It is the task of the Commission to draw up a ranking by assigning to each competitor, or 
formation, a score expressed in hundredths, according to the following criteria: intonation, 
technique and articulation, expression and dynamics, interpretation, ensemble and rhythm. 
The Commission has the right not to award one or more prizes among those provided for in 
the articles. 5 and 8 of this regulation if the participants have not demonstrated the necessary 
requirements. The Commission's judgment is final and unappealable.
